General Information

THE PROGRAM

The Guitar Performance program is designed specifically to provide students with an intensive, yet practical,
industry-related education designed to prepare students for a realistic career in the music business.

WHAT STUDENTS ARE REQUIRED TO PROVIDE:

Guitar students must provide their own instruments. Additionally, students must provide the following:

* Headphones

*  Blank manuscript paper

* A metronome

* Earplugs — Due to the volume level sometimes associated with live performance/rehearsal, all students
are required to provide and wear earplugs.

We recommend that students also provide a Line 6 POD, but it is not required.

WHo SHouLb ApPPLY?

The program is open to any student who holds a high school diploma or GED and can provide evidence of
playing experience and an ability to read tablature. Through the required recorded demo, students must
demonstrate basic, competent guitar skills.

Students applying for Spring Admission must submit their complete applications no later than November 15,
2009 for consideration. Students applying for Fall Admission will be given priority consideration if their ap-
plication is received by March 15, 2010. Late applicants for Fall Admission must apply no later than June 1,
2010 for consideration. All applications will be considered on a first-come, first-served basis and admission
offers will be made on a space available basis.

Applications for admission will not be considered unless a completed application packet is received. A com-
pleted application packet includes the following:

» Certificate of Financial Resources signed by sponsor(s) (International Students only)

* A complete demo recording submitted on one audio tape or CD. This recording must contain the follow-

ing:

Section 1: Play the A Minor Pentatonic and C Major scales in at least one shape and
across one octave.

Section 2: Improvisation in a style of your choice no longer than 1 minute in duration.

Section 3: Two contrasting rhythm guitar parts (Rock, Funk, Reggae, Pop, etc) each to
last 16 bars.

Section 4: Play either piece of the two choices on the Demo Recording Selections page.
